The three year residency will include training in general dermatology core areas (medical dermatology,
dermatopathology, dermatologic surgery and pediatric dermatology) to meet Dermatology Residency
ACGME requirements and eligibility for primary certification by the American Board of Dermatology. A
separate ACGME accredited pediatric fellowship year is required for subspeciality certification in pediatric
dermatology. Trainees who complete this program will be well-qualified to participate in the fellowship
match.

e Demonstrated interest in and commitment to pediatric dermatology.
e Completion of pediatric residency by start of dermatology training preferred but not required

Application and Match Process

Application and Match Process Anticipated start date for the 2025-26 application cycle is July 2027.
Qualified applicants will submit a supplemental essay describing their interest in pediatric dermatology.
Applicants will be interviewed alongside traditional clinical dermatology track candidates (Dermatology -
1062080A0) but ranked separately (Derm- Peds Derm Focus - 1062080A2).
